The Oxford English Dictionary offers the following 
definition:

(b) Political campaign

Discuss what changes these campaigns were striving to make and what made these campaigns 
successful.

Can pupils think of any campaigns that were unsuccessful in achieving their desired goal?

What might have been the reasons for their failure?
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
